In Dhaka, Bangladesh, a garment factory burns to the ground, claiming the lives
of hundreds of workers, mostly young women. Amid the rubble, a bystander
captures a heart-stoping image—a teenage girl lying in the direct, her body
broken by a multi-stormy fall, and over her mouth a mask of fabric bearing the
label of one of America’s largest retailers, Presto Omnishops Corporation. When
the photo goes viral, it fans the flames of a decades old controversy about sweat-
shops, labour rights, and the ethics of globalization. A thriller that unpacks the
horrors of exploitation in the garment industry, blending the nail biting courtroom
drama of John Grisham with the emotional heart of Khalid Hosseini.

Beloved is a 1987 novel by the American writer Toni Morrison. Set after the Ameri-
can Civil War, it is inspired by the life of Margaret Garner, an African American who
escaped slavery in Kentucky in late January 1856 by crossing the Ohio River to
Ohio, a free state. Captured, she killed her child rather than have her taken back
into slavery.
